Grading policy for Advanced Mathematics

Daily work is collected occasionally and graded by me. Many times we discuss the assignment in class or put the problems on the board.  I will also take grades from a quiz on the assignment for the day.  I want students to learn how to read a math text and will quiz them on their reading.  I want students to do homework without having the threat of getting a zero.  Students need to do assignments as necessary practice in order to understand the unit.  This is a course for college bound students and developing this type of self-discipline is an important skill for succeeding in college.   


Regardless of what we do with the assigned work, I will always go through each assignment completely with students.  I give each student a Unit Guide at the beginning of each chapter or unit.  This guide has outcomes, vocabulary and all the assignments from the book included on it.  Daily work and quizzes will make up about 30 to 40% of the student’s grade.  Unit tests and projects will make the rest of the grade.
