New Testament Bible Class

The purpose for this project is to allow each student to dig deeply into an area of the Bible and or a specific topic pertaining to the New Testament. This depth of knowledge and subsequent presentation will allow the student to challenge and provide opportunity to demonstrate speaking gifts and abilities.

Topics – 

1. A detailed map of Holy Week including paragraphs of explanation at each location.

2. A detailed map of Jesus life including eight or more highlighted events.

3. Paul’s 1st missionary journey – Detailed map with six or more highlighted events.

4. Paul’s 2nd missionary journey - Detailed map with six or more highlighted events.

5. Paul’s 3rd missionary journey - Detailed map with six or more highlighted events.

6. The Church in Colossae – Story board detailing Colossae including events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

7. The Church in Thessalonica – Story board detailing Thessalonica including events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

8. The Church in Corinth – Story board detailing Corinth including events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

9. The Church in Galatia – Story board detailing Galatia including events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

10. The Church in Ephesus – Story board detailing Ephesus including events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

11. The Church in Philippi – Story board detailing Philippi events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

12. The Church in Jerusalem (After Christ’s Ascension) – Story board detailing Jerusalem events past, present, and future. Highlight events in the Christian church there. 

13. Revelation – Create a storyboard highlighting some of the main themes of the book.

14. Create a 3D representation of three events in Jesus Ministry and write a half page summary and reason for its selection.

15. Create a Family Tree of Jesus. Go as far back as you can into the Old Testament.

· This project is due the last week of May. Your presentation may not take place until the following week.   

· One class period a week will be dedicated to this project. Every Friday unless a day 2, then the Thursday preceding will be used. 

· Maps are to be done on full sized poster board

· Storyboards are to be done on full sized poster board or three sided standup boards.
